The 2011 ELCA Domestic Hunger Grant is in reserve to purchase a commercial refrigerator.

All food was procured from Second Harvest Food Bank. We made 107 trips and spent 31,723.39.

We continue to receive bread from Bill Hammond twice a week. He picks up the leftover bread
from Publix, Winn Dixie, Panera Bread, and other places. We also started to get bread from Waste Not Want
Not, a bread distribution location in Orange Park. Most weeks this results in an abundance of bread, so we
are able to let the clients take what they want.

Publix at Riverside continues to provide us with paper and plastic grocery bags at no charge. Our
food pantry has grown so much that Publix at Riverside has asked us to write a letter to their corporate
headquarters. Once corporate receives our letter, they will start providing additional papaer and plastic bags
to Publix at Riverside for delivery to us.

It has been a stunning year. We served 2,733 more households than in 2010; 7,423 more people; and
71,805 more pounds of food. A total of 5,290 volunteer hours were donated in 2011.

WE NEED YOUR HELP!!! Our food costs continue to increase. To meet our continuing needs
we need over $4,000 a month. We are receiving some grant funds, but continue to need your financial
support. Please pray about this, and if you can, contribute. We will not ever turn down food donations, but
please keep in mind that for every dollar contributed to the food pantry, we can get almost four dollars of
food. Thank you for your continued support.

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Doing God’s Work in Your Own Way: Kim Smith’s Story

In this article, Trinity member Cheryl Hoke shares an inspiring story about her sister, Kim Smith.
She shares this story with the hope that we will be encouraged to find our own unique way to
reach out to others and share God'’s love.

Hello, I'm one of your sisters here at Trinity and I d like to tell you about a member of my family, one of
my younger sisters, Kimberly Sue Smith. When Kim was born, on August 27, 1957, my parents al-
ready had nine children—Kim was the seventh daughter. I was nine years old when Kim was born, so
as she grew [ was at a good age to help her.

Kim was a slow learner, Mother said, so we all took more time with her. She was so cute with her
blond hair and blue eyes. One eye seemed to turn alittle toward her nose, so she had tiny blue glasses
when she was just atoddler. She didn’t walk or talk when other kids normally did, and so she was put
in the hospital for tests when she was 3 or 4 years old. We were all so scared for her to have to be
away. Theydid alot of testing on our little Kim, and whenit was all said and done, they told Mother
and Daddy that she was “mentally retarded”, and that in addition to difficulties talking and walking, she
would probably not have the mental capacity past that of a child of9 or 10.

Mother and Daddy raised Kim pretty much like they raised the rest of us. She definitely got some extra

attention, but she also got a swat on the bottom if she acted up, as we all did. Mother made sure we all

went to Christ Lutheran Church (York, PA) to Sunday School and Church, where we were all baptized,
confirmed, and several of us were married.

When our Dad passed away, Kim became very depressed; Dad was the most important man in her life.
None of usreally recognized the depths of her grief, because she didn’t know how to expressit. Finally
a counselor suggested that she write her feelings to her Daddy onlittle pieces of paper and they went to
the cemetery, where they put those tiny pieces of paper into balloons, offered prayers, and let the bal-
loons{ly free.

After that experienceis when Kim discovered her ministry: With the support of Christ Lutheran Church
she makes and sends hundreds of cards each monthto give people joy, comfort or encouragement. She
has always had the biggest heart full oflove of anyone I’ve ever known, and she has discovered her gift
of sharing herlove of Jesus with others. Kim receives “Thank You’s” from so many people who tell that
her cards lifted their spirits and came at a time they really needed to be blessed.

This is what this is about: Kim Smith. Doing God’s work inher way. Sending cards she makes herself
to hundreds of people just to tell them God loves them. They are richer for it, and so is Kim.
